Adopted Village Dharmapuri Brief History

Dharmapuri is a village situated at a distance of 4 km south of Sakoli on the
banks of Chulband river. The village has a mythological significance and there is
ample evidence that it may have been inhabited by gawalis in ancient times. The
Nandi in the Hanuman temple in the village bears witness to the history of Gawalis.
Yatra is held here for three days from 14th to 16th January every year. This yatra is
called Yatra of Durgabai.

The total population of the village is 1176 with 582 males and 594 females.
The main occupations of the village are agriculture and animal husbandry. fisheries.
vegetable trade and wage labor are the adjoining occupations. Gram Panchayat. Seva
Sahakari Sanstha are the major public bodies in the village. There are 12 women's
groups and 4 men's self help groups in the village. This village has been adopted by
our college since the year 2015 and every year a 7 day special camp and regular
camp is organized in this village.

Camp erection

The camp was set up on March 11, 2022. A total of 125 volunteers of
National Service Scheme had participated in this camp. On the first day of the camp,
the volunteers were registered, their groups, baggage collection, division of labor and
cleaning of the premises.
